What is patient safety?

Patient safety is the absence of preventable harm to a patient during

the process of healthcare delivery. The field of patient safety is the
coordinated effort to prevent harm, caused by the process of health
care itself, from occurring to patients.

What are the aims of the PRIME Patlent SAfety (PISA) group?

aims to determine the frequency, burden and
preventability of healthcare associated harm in primary
and emergency care settings, and to develop and

implement interventions to improve patient safety in
priority areas.
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
